Liability insurance for the Society was a major
topic of discussion at the 6th/171st Convention,
leading to a resolution directing the Board of Gov-
ernors to enter into a contract that will provide
appropriate insurance coverage for the Society, its
chapters, affiliated organizations, and members
as soon as possible.

The Board of Governors and Convention delegates
decided that the time had arrived for the Society
to purchase liability insurance to protect the or-
ganization and its members. All but 11 of the 64
members of the National Interfraternity Council
have insurance programs in place.

A busy Convention weekend of four business ses-
sions, two undergraduate educational caucus
meetings, and several committee discussions be-
gan early Thursday afternoon, October 2, 2003,
in the basement of the Middletown Chapter
House, when the Board of Governors gathered to
discuss portfolio reports and finalize the Conven-
tion agenda.

After enjoying an eclectic spread for dinner at the
chapter house, undergraduate governors K.J. Iribe,
MID ’04, and Joshua Berkov, BRN ’04, presented
upcoming issues and led discussions at the edu-
cational caucus while graduates opened up the
evening festivities.

The first business session of the 6th/171st Alpha
Delta Phi Society Convention began early on Fri-

day in Wesleyan’s cinema. As delegates, gover-
nors, and other interested Alpha Delts settled in
cushioned seats, Doug Bennett, President of Wes-
leyan University, welcomed Alpha Delta Phi con-
ventioneers with kind words about the chapter,
its leadership, and its long, positive reputation at
the school.

Friday’s business consisted of committee reports,
budget analysis, and understanding the impor-
tance of insurance coverage for the chapters.

President Charles Gross, Jr., BRN ’72, noted the
importance of cultivating our talent, time, and fi-
nancial resources to support the undergraduate
and graduate chapters, expand regional gradu-
ate organizations, and establish the Society as a
viable, sustainable organization by expanding to
additional schools.

Without this protection, a civil lawsuit could have
calamitous effects in the Society, individual Un-
dergraduate and Graduate Chapters, and indi-

After reports regarding the endowment, educa-
tional foundations, scholarships, awards, and re-
vising the Society pledge manual, President Gross
introduced guest speaker Richard Jungman, Man-
ager of Claims/Client Education and Risk Man-
agement at Kirklin & Company, LLC. Mr.
Jungman gave a presentation on the risks to which
Greek organizations are subject and the potential
costs incurred by such organizations. Finally, he
engaged undergraduates in a contest to gauge
their understanding of the types of situations that
might arise and how to deal with them.

Friday evening committee meetings prepared for
Saturday business by preparing proposals for
Society web site (www.adps.org) modifications
and for changes to the pledge manual. The un-
dergraduate educational caucus also met with Mr.
Jungman for additional questions and clarifica-
tions, shared chapter status and social event cal-
endars, and elected new undergraduate gover-
nor Leah Stern, MID ’06, to succeed Ms. Iribe.

Saturday business sessions moved rapidly through
a myriad of topics such as preserving historical
documents and Alpha Delta Phi resources, im-
proving communication with undergraduate and

graduate members via multiple media, putting the
member database on www.adps.org, and reports
from the Boston, Washington D.C., and New York
regional graduate organizations.

Guest speaker Thomas R. Flanagan, MID ’82, ran
a collaborative workshop about how to prioritize
the Society’s goals. His workshop used actual is-
sues facing the Society and took conventioneer
responses as inputs to prioritize the issues and also
to establish associations that may not have been
apparent. The workshop brought to light key
methods for choosing the priority issues that will,
when addressed, provide the greatest overall posi-
tive impact.

The Convention approved policies on the respon-
sible use of alcohol and on protecting the safety
and dignity of Alpha Delta Phi members, pledges,
and guests. Delegates also approved the two-year
budget and elected the Board of Governors and
Executive Council members. Middletown ser-
enaded the cinema with an original song to ad-
journ the 6th/171st Alpha Delta Phi Society Con-
vention to the formal evening banquet.

The Brunonian Chapter is expected to host the
7th/173rd Society Convention in October 2005.

Society in 2002-03 Records 10th Balanced Budget in 11 Years

The Alpha Delta Phi Society finished its 2003 fiscal
year (ending June 30, 2003) within its endowment
reliance guideline. This represents the 10th time
in the Society’s 11 years of existence that the
Society has been able to make its budget.

Keeping the budget balanced, or running a
positive balance, allows the Society to preserve
or to grow its endowment. While the Society has
implemented an endowment reliance policy, the
goal is to finish the year with a positive cash flow
so the endowment can continue to increase as
much as possible each year.

While revenues in FY 2003 were below budget,
the Society kept its expenditures below projections
(see detailed summary in the next column).

The budget summary reflects the financial
statement process adopted by the board of
governors last year, and ratified by the
Middlebury Convention in October 2001. For a
detailed explanation of the new budget procedure,
see the May 2001 Society Xaipe, available on the
Society’s web site at www.adps.org.

Insurance Program to Place
New Pressures on Society Budget

The Convention’s decision to implement an
insurance program, while vital to the Society’s
future, will place new pressures on the Society’s
budget and cash flow. We anticipate that the
insurance program will cost around $140 per
undergraduate, or nearly $22,500 a year.

While some Greek organizations hold their
undergraduate members solely responsible for the
cost of insurance, the Middletown Convention
agreed with a Board of Governors’
recommendation to spread the insurance fee to
all of those who will benefit from the coverage
(see Convention resolution on page 11).

The Board of Governors, once the final insurance
fee is determined, will allocate the cost among
itself and the Society’s graduate associations,
affiliated Foundations, the undergraduate
chapters, and undergraduate members.

Positive Fund Appeal Response
Will Help Society Meet Its Goals

While the board works to allocate the insurance
cost, we need your help now more than ever
through the fund appeal to fund the Society’s
other proposed projects and expansion. The
Society can no longer continue to avoid spending
money on items like expansion, membership
directories, intern program, and publications.

A positive response to our fund appeal,
information about which is included in this
mailing, is vital if the Society is to serve its current
members and successfully seek expansion
opportunities.

bers.  It initiated 21 pledges during the fall se-
mester.

Several
members travel to a local hospital on a weekly
basis to spend time with long-term children pa-
tients. Others participate in Brown University’s
Safewalk program which escorts other members
of the community to their destinations safely
once the sun sets.

bers and expects most of its members to remain
active throughout the semester.  On Friday, Oc-
tober 3, 2003,  seven people were inducted as
pledges.  The chapter recently had its pool table
refinished and leveled, bringing it back to a clas-
sic green felt finish, and 16 members and no non-
members are currently living in the house.  The
chapter also expects to take ownership of its
house within the next year or two.

The
façade of the house is being considered for ma-
jor renovation over the next 10 years for struc-
tural and aesthetic reasons and to enhance
handicapped accessibility. There are 19 members
and seven boarders living in the house.

vidual members. Liability insurance for an orga-
nization such as ours is difficult to find, but can
be purchased. The Alpha Delta Phi Fraternity has
a policy—and has had to use it. There have been
several incidents leading to case files being opened,
and one case with defense costs and a settlement
adding up to six figures.

Some colleges and universities, moreover, are de-
manding that fraternities and sororities be cov-
ered by liability insurance as a condition of being
recognized on campus. The Alpha Delta Phi
Society’s lack of insurance was also becoming an
increasing liability as we pursue potential expan-
sion efforts.

Rich Jungman, a representative of the insurance
agents Kirklin and Company, gave a presentation
to the Board of Governors and the Convention
regarding the coverage available through his com-
pany. He was able to answer questions and en-
gage in conversation with Convention delegates
and other members in attendance.

General liability insurance is offered with cover-
age limits of $1 million per occurrence and $2 mil-
lion general aggregate for each chapter. This pro-
vides for bodily injury or property damage caused
by negligence on the part of the Alpha Delta Phi
Society, house corporations, graduate associations,
graduate clubs, chapters, members, directors, of-
ficers, volunteers, and professional staff.

Crime insurance in case of embezzlement, and
Director and Officers coverage in case of a breach
of fiduciary responsibility, are also included in the
policy. Also provided is a Member Accident Pro-
tection Program, which provides coverage for ac-
cidental medical or dental injury, dismemberment,
or death of a member or associate member (pledge).
This coverage can apply whether or not the activ-
ity was directly related to Society activities.

Mr. Jungman’s presentation included an extended
discussion regarding risk management for the So-
ciety. His company has extensive experience in-
suring fraternities and sororities, and shared some
of the more common factors involved in a lawsuit
along with some well-publicized examples of what
happens when things go wrong.

His company offers risk management educational
programs for undergraduates, and he shared some
strategies for preventing a loss and responding to
an incident. Alcohol and drug use, hazing, sexual
abuse, and fire and health safety are leading li-
ability risks confronting fraternities and sororities.
Falls from heights are a leading cause of injury,
especially if alcohol is involved. Traffic accidents
during travel to or from organized activities are
also a major source of risk. Hazing, which we
would like to think no longer exists, was discussed
at length.

Mr. Jungman provided risk management policies
developed by FIPG, Inc., regarding alcohol and
drugs, hazing, and sexual abuse and harassment
for the Society’s consideration.

After considerable discussion, Convention del-
egates voted in favor of the Society adopting an
insurance program and passed a resolution rec-
ommending how the Society pay to protect itself
(see Convention resolutions on pages 10-11).

The Society Board of Governors was able to have
the insurance program in place by December 1
and has made its initial determinations about how
to apportion the cost based on the resolution ap-
proved by the Middletown Convention.
